o The brewery admits, that it is very difficult to brew a complex and 

balanced Belgian-style tripel ale, but theyôve made an attempt at 

brewing one anyway! Their respect and admiration for those who 

master the skill and art of brewing excellent ale of this style is 

limitless. Tripels pair well with cheese, seafood and fresh 

vegetables. 

- Nogne O Tyttebaer 

o A collaboration between Mikkeller and Nogne.  The beer took 9 

months to ferment, and  needed another 8 months of maturation in 

bottle before being released for sale.

The 1000 kg of hand-pressed cranberries have a distinct feel. 

- Nogne 0 Two Captains 

o Jan Halvor Fjeld, winner of Norwegian homebrewing 
championship 2010 brewed his champion double IPA at Nøgne 
Ø.  We at Nøgne Ø are of course proud to be with  him in 
making this happen. This double IPA is truly  American 
inspired. It  is fairly  dry, which allows the hops to dominate.

o Drie Fonteinen is the only remaining traditional geuze blender 
in Belgium, using only 100% spontaneously fermented lambic 
beer, aged in oak casks, with no artificial sweeteners or other 
additives.  
 

o The blendery is connected to the very popular Drie Fonteinen 
Restaurant in Beersel, on the outskirts of Brussels. The 
proprietor, Armand Debelder, buys pure lambic from three 
breweries in Belgium, ages them in oak, and blends them, 
employing the skill, knowledge, and supreme passion for real 
geuze that his father handed down to him. 
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- Drie Fonteinen - Oude Kriek  

 
o Perhaps the best sour cherry beer in the world. Positively 

loaded with real cherries, which are added whole into slowly

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- De Ranke XX Bitter  
 

o XX Bitter is a very weighty beer, aggressively brewed to be the 
hoppiest in Belgium. Some more delicate palates are put off 
right away.

Guldenberg bears no resemblance to any 
Tripel you may have sampled, except in color. It is very hoppy 
and malty. Guldenberg shows just how good beer can be. 
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- De Ranke Cuvee 

 
o This exciting "new" beer is actually the base for the delicious 

Kriek that brewers/friends Nino Bacelle and Guido Devos have 
been brewing for years at Brasserie De Ranke. They just never 
thought to bottle it on its own. Until now.  
 

o Cuvée de Ranke is a somewhat sour, somewhat hoppy beer 
based, on an old style that has recently become more popular 
among craft brewers in Belgium and throughout the world. The 
Cuvée de Ranke is roughly a 70/30 blend of a beer brewed with 
top fermenting Rodenbach yeast and aged Giardin lambic.  

 
o According to the Belgian government, this beer could actually 

be called "lambic", and, although it isn't an extremely sour 
beer, it actually contains about 5 times as much authentic 
lambic as some of the more popular products that call 
themselves "lambics". Instead, Cuvée de Ranke stands on its 
own for what it i s: an elegant yet rustic, well-balanced, 
traditionally styled beer.  

 
- Boelen Bie ken Blond  

 
o Bieken is a fantastic new Belgian ale, brewed with fresh honey. 

Don't assume, though, that it's one of those sticky sweet honey 
beers . . . . the honey in Bieken is fully fermented, enticing in 
the nose and subtle on the palate. This is a very drinkable, dry 
beer that will soon be one of your favorite Belgian beers. The 
style is Blonde.  

 
 

- Geants Saison Voisin  
 

o The beer is a revival of a regional style brewed by Brassiere 
Voisin, a brewery built in 1876 that brewed for over 100 years, 
but sadly closed in 1989. Geants Saison Voisin is brewed 
according to the original 1884 recipe and under the guidance of 
retired brewer, Leon Voison.
